Hamilton urged ground cover immediately next to the shoreline as 
a proven filter 

o Phosphate analysis is underway to compare to sample taken 
decades ago that measured parts per billion; Dr. Hamilton would 
like to add this to annual testing; this is a strong indicator of algae 
bloom potential 

o We should connect Dr. Hamilton to the Canton Water District Test 
Data to correlation and reporting on measures.
